The Mini Cruise 22nd  to 26th September: There has been a marvellous show of interest as listed, 17 boats 34+ crew. It has helped me with the planning. You can join and leave at different stages. Those who cannot make the midweek will still be welcome on the Friday dinner evening.

I need the confirmation now on the slip below and some money in advance for the Friday ‘cruise dinner’. You will remember that the Saturday is the Hornet club event that had to be changed. Jonti Clews is the ‘sailing member’ and has prepared a ‘Folly Jolly’ for Saturday, which you book here or  can be booked separately at Hornet for those not joining the cruise. Regrettably we have lost the Itchenor Sailing Club visit this year, but I have recovered the opportunity for an excellent ‘cruise dinner’ at Bembridge Sailing Club. I have aimed to keep costs in control and maintain the variety.

Wed 22nd Sept: Home berths to Lymington town, Dan Bran pontoon. This is on the left just before the RLYC slip and after the main Lymington marina. We should have a good length of the pontoon together and I am expecting no more than double berthing. Code for walkashore and return will be given on arrival. After a quiet afternoon around the town and salt marshes, booked at 1830, we will be ready for a drink in Royal Lymington Yacht Club, to exchange stories and follow on with a meal at their buffet restaurant. Kevin Podger has made us welcome again. (dress casual). Note local notices about pile location changes in the channel.

Thurs 23rd Sept: A short hop to another historic, interesting Club, the Royal London Yacht Club where RC, Pieter Montyn has invited us. This will give us a splendid chance for a good sail to, or a good review of West Cowes, if, like us you missed it on your summer excursions. The plan is to berth on their pontoon beyond the chain ferry. You will see the markings, RLYC on the piles to the right just after the ferry and before UKSA. There is space for 2 boat lengths, 3 wide outside and 2 wide shoreside, where it is shallower. If we need more, the neighbouring pontoon will be spare and arrangements will be made on the day. I ask for the shallower draft craft to use the inner berths. These are not walk ashore. I plan to have a taxi take us to the club, 1815 for 1830 in the Drawing room. We will be able to order from their evening bar snacks menu. (sally taxi 06, 07831331717; harbour taxi 77, 07866767918). Note local notices: a change to ferry rule of the road right of way.

We can also use RLYC Trinity landing by the Clubhouse. Because of the local choppy water, I suggest this is for convenience of walk ashore, not overnight. The pontoon space is part-owned by Harbourmaster.

Fri 24th Sept: This is a sail round to Bembridge. We are booked into the Bembridge Marina (beware the tides) Say you are part of the rnsa rally and Rob will get us together. At 1815 they will ferry us across to the Bembridge Sailing Club. 

This will allow pre-dinner drinks on the veranda and wine to be ordered from a cash bar. We will be called to dine at 1930 at a waitress service dinner in the delightful club dining room. Dress code, blazers. You need to choose between the menus A or D below now and send me a cheque £16.75 per person payable to RNSA by 8 Sept. Let me know if a vegetarain option is required.

We will all need to leave Bembridge harbour on the tide before we are confronted by an especially large armada entering on Saturday and they cannot accommodate us.
